Competition™ E Ola Pono Logo Entries
Grades 7-8and 9-12
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= CONTEST THEME:

E OLA PONQO: Living with respect for everyone and in harmony with everything—
PAST~PRESENT~FUTURE

= LOGO GUIDELINES:

-Design for the logo must reflect the theme E Ola Pono.
-The art work can be hand drawn or computer generated, but must be original work.

= ALL ENTRIES MUST INCLUDE:

*A concisely written, detailed descriptor explaining design elements and concepts, image/color
choice, and the development process. See Below: Student Description: “E OLA PONO” LOGO

*A printed version as well as an electronic file of the artwork on a CD. Printed logo should not
exceed 8.5 x11 inches with a least a 1 inch border. The electronic file should be in JPG, Al,
EPS, or PDF format and should not exceed 50 MB.

* Completed Entry Form

* Name of the student, school, grade, and teacher’s name (printed or typed) on a paper
attached to the Logo

* THINGS TO CONSIDER AS YOU CREATE THE LOGO:

Graphic elements incorporated with text

* The logo graphic and text are clear and legible

* The logo text is easily understandable when read

* The composite logo works as a unit (type and mark)
Representation

* Logo graphic readily conveys the E Ola Pono theme

* The font/typeface selection matches/complements the logo mark

* Color balance between logo mark and type is evident; with emphasis on design elements



Quality across size variations
* The logo can be scaled to different sizes and still looks good (maintains integrity)
* Size and color of logo mark and type are well balanced
* Design quality looks professional
Color
* When printed in black and white, type and logo maintain high quality
* When a copy is faxed or photocopied, the logo /type remains clear and legible
Interest and function
* Logo and type have a clear center of interest that captures viewers’ attention

* Composite logo (mark and type) invites positive viewer scrutiny.
